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Please note that there is no parking outside 
school, down the lane adjacent to school, or on 
Anthony Court (which is a private road). The 
safety of our children and our neighbours’ right 
of access must be respected.  There are three 
car parks within 5 minutes’ walk of school!  
Keep our children safe - use the car parks and 
walk to school!

If you do not currently use our wrap around 
provision but will need to next school year, then 
please put your name on the waiting list. We need 
to plan for space and staffing.

As a 
result, Governors have agreed to remove the word 
‘optional’ from the uniform policy from September 
2018.  The rest of the policy will remain:  
 
The school’s uniform is as follows: 

 Red or navy sweatshirts / cardigans with 
the school logo. 

 Polo shirts either with or without the 
school logo.  

 Grey, navy or black ‘bottoms’, e.g. trousers, 
shorts, pinafores, skirts. 

 In the summer an optional extra of red or 
blue gingham dresses. 

 Sensible footwear. 

 A change of clothes for PE including: 
plimsolls, black shorts and a white ‘T’ shirt. 

 No jewellery, other than plain stud earrings 
which should be taped on PE days.
